With the passing of the 18th National Party
Congress, China's economic development has
entered into a critical new historic phase. The
Chinese economy has grown rapidly over the past
three decades, but is now in the "new normal" of
slower expansion in which quality and efficiency
have become more important. Accordingly, China's
opening-up strategy has also gone through
significant changes. International trade, for example,
has gradually shifted from a one-sided emphasis
on exports to being driven by a balance of both
exports and imports. International investment has
shifted from being focused on FDI to attaching equal
importance to both FDI and outbound investment. In
the past, China prioritized participation in building the
overall global economic and trading system, but it is
currently also actively involved in regional economic
cooperation.

The Belt and Road strategy initiated by China's
central government provides an important platform
and guidance for Chinese companies going abroad.
As President Xi noted in his speech at Boao Forum
for Asia 2015, the " Belt and Road " strategy will be "a
real chorus comprising all countries along the routes,
not a solo act for China itself." He added, "It is not
meant as rhetoric. It represents real work that could
be seen and felt to bring real benefits to countries in
the region."

The 2nd China Outbound Investment Forum
will focus its discussion on the topic of "New Era,
New Stage," in order to contribute more specific
and international perspectives to the study of the
globalization of Chinese enterprises and provide
better role models for Chinese companies going
abroad. This platform has been built by CCG and will
play a significant role in encouraging and promoting
the Chinese companies that are already expanding
globally or are preparing to do so.
